Always maintain 3 points of
contact when entering or
exiting the tractor’s cabin

All tractors must be fitted with
a rollover protective structure

Extra care should be
taken when operating
tractors in wet or uneven
ground conditions, due
to the risk of rollovers

Personal protective equipment such as
slip-resistant shoes should be worn — many
injuries are caused by falls from tractors
